2. For enrolment Candidates should have Aadhaar card, Valid Personal Email ID, Mobile number (will be required to 

send/verify OTP), Passport size photograph (Format: JPEG & Size: Less than 200KB), Aadhaar seeded/mapped Bank 

account details, Qualifying Degree / Provisional Certificate (Format: PDF & Size: Less than 1MB), First page of Bank 

passbook / Bank account statement (Format: PDF & Size: Less than 1MB) 

3. After successful enrolment, the Candidates will be provided with a student enrolment number.  

4. Web portal is being operated by MHRD, Government of India. For enquiries regarding the issues related with web 

portal, the candidates are requested to contact help line numbers mentioned in the web portal. Correspondence with 

respect to functionality of portal will not be entertained by CMTI. 

5. Indian Nationals only need to apply.  

6. The Institute reserves the right to adopt its own method of short-listing criteria to call for Interview and is not obliged 

to shortlist all the candidates who fulfil the minimum requirement.  

7. Any amendments/updates and list of the selected candidates will be hosted online in our website www.cmti.res.in  

only. Candidates are requested to visit the website for the same regularly.  

8. No correspondence or enquiries will be entertained from the candidates about the Apprenticeship. 

9. Canvassing in any form will be treated as disqualification. 

10. No TA/DA will be paid to applicants for attending document verification/ selection/ joining process. Candidates will 

have to make their own arrangement for stay, if required, during this process. 

11. The selected candidates should be in a position to join the establishment on the prescribed date of joining. 'If the 

candidate does not report latest by scheduled date, it is assumed that he/she is not interested in the apprenticeship 

and his/her candidature will be forfeited.
